
Minutes of Brailes Parish Council Meeting 6th February 2016 

Present:  Cllrs Ashall, Greaves, Rosenthal and Kaack

There were no disclosures of interest.   

Planning Application16/00121/FUL  Pippin Cottage

No concerns were raised by the Cllrs.   Cllr Kaack proposed to support the application.  Cllr Greaves seconded the proposal.  All Cllrs voted to support.

Planning Application 15/04542/FUL  Green End Farm

The Cllrs were supportive of the application and pleased to hear of the enterprise.   Cllr Kaack proposed to support the application.  Cllr Rosenthal seconded the proposal.   Cllr Greaves  suggested the Cllrs’ support should be subject to:
 

1) Retail Use(A1) to be restricted to the sale of live poultry.  This is to prevent an unrestricted retail use becoming established in a rural setting which would be inappropriate.

2)  The consent to be a personal permission for the applicant to carry out their business of rearing poultry for sale (live)

Cllr Kaack noted the entrance to the proposed retail site is just outside the 30 mph limit of the village and raised concerns regarding fast moving traffic and therefore WCC Highways advice will be essential.

All Cllrs voted to support the application so long as a suitably worded restriction is placed on the consent if granted.

Planning Application 16/00291/FUL  Ilexmead Cottage

The Cllrs raised no concerns about this application.   Cllr Kaack proposed to support the application.   Cllr Ashall seconded the proposal.  All Cllrs voted to support the application.

Planning Application 16/00286  Old Farmhouse

The Cllrs raised concerns about a further entrance onto the B4035 and the proximity of the proposed access to Brailes Hill Farm access.  Also, proliferation of urbanisation and  buildings in what is a rural village setting.    It was noted the Old Farmhouse is well served by its current access.

Cllr Kaack proposed to object to the application.   Cllr Greaves seconded the proposal.  All Cllrs voted to object.
