No pecuniary interests were declared.

Planning Application 16/02878 Long Barn House, Holloway Hill, Brailes

This is a very similar scale application to 16/00899/FUl which was refused by SDC  31st May 2016.   The Parish Council have concerns about the scale of the, the height and the design of the development considering  the rural landscape is of a sensitive nature and the proposals would have an adverse impact on the character of the landscape and the AONB.

The Parish Council voted to object to the application.

Planning Application 16/02844/FUL  8 Miller Way, Lower Brailes

Numbers 1 – 8 Millers Way are designed as a pair of terraces, each with four houses.  Some thought went in to the obviously symmetrical design of each terrace.   The houses in the two terraces are generally a modest size typical of starter homes with no.8 being 2 bedrooms.   The Brailes Housing Needs Survey of 2016 demonstrates these sized houses are a key requirement of the community.  By converting no.8 to a 4 bedroom house, it will take a much needed modest sized house out of the essential supply in Brailes.

Furthermore, the Parish Council had concerns about altering the look of the terraces by breaking the symmetry.   Also, the two terraces are already prominent in the landscape when approaching the village.   The landscape is highly sensitive being in the AONB.  Concerns were raised about the proposed development increasing the prominence of the existing development and the adverse impact on the landscape.

The parish council voted to object to the application.
